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The Calhoun County Road Commission strives to provide the best service possible to our residents.  Our customer ser-
vice program consists of integrated intake and follow up steps configured to ensure that questions and comments from our        
customers are quickly and accurately addressed.  Over 5,500 individual requests are entered into our computer system 
each year.  Each request is then routed to the appropriate Road Commission department for review, action and/or fol-
low-up.  
 
We encourage the general public to contact our office with any problems they see on our roads.  Requests are accepted 
by telephone, fax, letter, email or in person by stopping at our office.  A request for service can also be communicated via 
our website at www.cccd.net. www.cccd.net.  
 
In addition to requests from the public, CCRC employees put in requests for service on a daily basis as they travel the 
roads throughout the county on various work assignments.  This proactive approach has been effective in providing more 
efficient service.  
 
CCRC responds to service requests for various maintenance operations including pothole patching, road signs, culverts, 
dust control on gravel roads, roadside mowing, pavement marking, guard rail, bridges, permits, etc.  During the winter 
months, CCRC focuses on snow and ice removal from our roads and we prioritize this work based on traffic volume as 
follows:      expressways, primary roads, major local roads and residential roads. 
 
Since January 1, 2006, the most common service requests that we have received include potholes, dead deer, trees and 
signs.  Year to date, CCRC has also received 66 thank you calls/letters/emails in recognition of the good work that we 
do.

The Board of Park Trustees establishes policies and reviews operations of 
the County Parks for the County Board of Commissioners.  Calhoun County 
is fortunate to have the following facilities for area residents to enjoy:     
Historic Bridge Park, Kimball Pines Park, Ott Biological Preserve and sev-
eral canoe launches.  The Park Trustees also oversee the lease agreement 
between the Board and the Veteran’s Medical Center for the operation of 
Custer Greens, a beautiful nine-hole golf course.
