 The Calhoun County Road Commissionõs (CCRC) 2009 Local Road Program has

Road-Township Match Program for 2009.  

 Every year in March, after winter maintenance wraps up, CCRC 

assesses their budget and the ability to provide match funds for   

township local road projects.   Due to budgetary constraints and limited cash flow, 

CCRC is eliminating construction costs and focusing their efforts on general      

maintenance to include patching, ditching, drainage, berm removal, mowing, etc. 

 It is our goal to reinstate the Local Road-Township Match Program for the 2010 

construction season, and we urge our township officials to start planning now for 

your local road projects.

FEDERAL  A ID  PROJECTS PLANNED  FOR  2009  

 National Functional Classification (NFC), developed by the FHWA, is a planning 

tool used by federal, state and local transportation agencies to determine what roads 

are classified as federal aid roads.  Federal aid roads are eligible for federal funds, 

either as part of the National Highway System (NHSñusually limited to principal 

arterials) or through the Surface Transportation Program (STP).  Collectively,     

federal aid roads are all principal arterials, all minor arterials, all urban collectors 

and all rural major collectors. 

 There are two pots of money for federal aid projects:  1) Funds designated for     

projects in urban areas (City of Battle Creek, townships of Bedford, Emmett, 

Leroy, Newton and Pennfield, and the City of Springfield) that are coordinated 

through BCATS and, 2) Funds designated for rural areas that can  be used for    

projects in the remaining townships and villages, but not the cities, and usually    

requires a 20% match from a local source.  These funds are also 

shared with transit systems in the county.  Rural area funds are   

coordinated through the Rural Task Force #3 which includes Barry, 

Branch, Calhoun, Kalamazoo and St. Joseph County. 
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 This year in Calhoun County, the following federal aid projects/acquisitions are being funded:

ECONOMIC  STIMULUS  FUNDING ñ2009 P ROJECTS 

 Additional federal funding for transportation improvement projects is being made available this year through a 

national economic stimulus program, the òAmerican Recovery & Reinvestment Planó (ARRP).  These funds which 

will be managed by the Michigan Department of Transportation (MDOT), 

will be allocated across the State through the existing process to distribute 

federal aid for transportation projects.   

 Recently, CCRC submitted a project list to MDOT, totaling nearly $12 

million, but we will actually only be receiving approximately $550,000 for 

the Rural Task Force area and approximately $780,000 for the BCATS area. 

 As the stimulus funding amounts are still approximate, the following   

HMA overlay projects are planned at this time:

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POTHOLE  A LERT  

 Potholes are an inevitable part of Michiganõs seasonal freeze-thaw cycle.  They occur when snow and ice melt as 

part of Michiganõs seasonal freeze-thaw cycle.  The resulting water then seeps beneath the pavement through 

cracks caused by the wear and tear of traffic.  As the temperatures cool to freezing at night, the water becomes ice 

and expands below the pavement, forcing the pavement to rise.  As the shallow divot occurs under the surface, the 

pavement breaks forming a pothole.

 April 6-10, 2009 marks the 10th anniversary of National Work Zone Awareness Week.  The national campaign 

is conducted every year at the start of the construction season to attract national attention to drive carefully 

through highway construction and repair sites. 

 Each year, approximately 1,000 people are killed in roadway work zones and, with the  

recent enactment of the Presidentõs economic recovery package which supports a good deal of 

highway repair and construction funding, 2009 could be one of the most active highway repair 

seasons in  recent memory. 

 National Work Zone Awareness Week was created in December 1999, when senior     

representatives from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), American Traffic Safety Services Association 

(ATSSA), and the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials (AASHTO) jointly signed a 

Memorandum of Agreement that pledged to increase public awareness of work zone safety through a national   

media campaign.
